The Death
of Cinema

he ecosystem of today’s

cinema is a virulent

aberration for all the

wrong reasons. If one

stringently  considers
cinema as expressive machinery
or that of an interpretive device,
the tendency of comprehending
cinema (and not a specific
narrative) has been severely
reduced. Reduction, however, is
an understatement as there’s no
absolution. Cinema has become
almost devoid of substance
and all that is left is the lesser
evil (sacrosanct to today’s ideal
political model). Today’s cinema
is beer without alcohol, to make
a vulgar metaphor. And this
is being well received by the
erudite community and so-called
film enthusiasts.

There are reasons for this
believable transmutation. Firstly,
it is the unavailability of what
cinema should be. While style
outran substance long ago,
today’s cinema is firmly engulfed
by narrative (linear/non-linear/
vignette/whatever). When one
watches a trailer, the person is
left baffled by the consistent
bombardment  of  anything
that clarifies the narrative.
This baffled outcome can be
simply demarcated as a pseudo-
reactivity, something one has
to perform to separate the grain
from the grappa. Cinema, in its

authenticity, is an imposition.
However, the interpretive
imposition has somewhat

changed to being a reactionary
imposition, a spectacle.
Secondly, the sole clemency
forged through the narrative arc
strips the film of its characters
and the character of cinema in
general. This is particularly seen
in those who play the characters
in today’s films. The observers
refrain from viewing characters
and look for the pedantic
narrative. Their tendency to
overlook the performance is
not because they’'ve understood

Godard'’s fraud of cinema but the
self- healing fraud they find so
cherishing. Simply put, so-called
unconventional narratives can be
tolerated even when there are a
plethora of terrible actors in the
film.

Thirdly, the lack has been
filled with populism. Inclining
on Horkheimer and Adorno’s
culture industry and its creation
of a universe that enamours
us, cinema in these times talks
about the sociopolitical reality
because they have to. There’s
no escaping. How can | look
away from the derelict society
and incorporate  populism?
Instead, | feel obliged to change
the social, economic, and
political climate into something
tremendously fashionable. This
is a factor garnered by the lack
of absolute subtlety and the
intention to create the politics in
fiction. Fiction is political, period,
especially when it is shying away
from being political. The formal
issue lies in the mediocrity
of storytellers and their well-
defined limitationswhenitcomes
to churning a great concoction.
Thus, a mind-boggle is what we
are leftwith and we succumb to it.
We find semblance in that by not
just accepting it but considering
it to be something meaningful
and never seen before. When
the killer is identified in the last
scene, we feel relieved because
the killer isn’t one of us.

Itis not just superhero films or
the uninitiated films that we see
in Hindi or Bengali, which can be
termed to be “amusement parks,”
it is an entire culture of cinema
that demands retention because
they are crying out about their
effort and it is loud enough. The
language of cinema is not just
manufactured by the creators but
majorly by the audience. Cinema
cannot be about hope and if it
is so then we are being sold a
service; that's juvenile and it is an
extremely delinquent approach.
